SACRED HEART SUNDAY
Third Sunday After Pentecost
On Me a Sinner
Luke 15: 1-10

There are many phrases in the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass that
take on a deeper, more affectionate meaning on this Sunday
within the octave of the feast of the Sacred Heart.

On that feast we thought gratefully of the promise of the Sa-
cred Heart: “Sinners shall find in My Heart the source and in-
finite ocean of mercy.” Hypocrites (if there are really any such
in the world) and the spiritually conceited (and they are sur-
prisingly many) and the narrow-minded may pretend to be
shocked that “this man welcomes sinners and eats with them.”
The rest of us, sinners ourselves and keenly conscious of our
sinfulness, can only be thankful that there is “joy among the
angels of God over one sinner who repents.”

After all, Christ became man and lived and died because
he had a deep love for man. He knows that most men are not
meanly malicious. We are ignorant, we are thoughtless, we are
weak. We mean to do the right thing. We want to offer to God,
day by day, a spotless, generous offering of ourselves, and we
are sincerely ashamed of ourselves when we forget, when we
fall victims to our own weakness.

That is why it is good to know that He understands, He
still loves, He is always willing to forgive. When we bow our
heads at the foot of the altar and make a sincere confession
before the whole court of Heaven, that “I have sinned exceed-
ingly in thought, word and deed,” we know that He hears our
confession, that He loves us all the more for our formal admis-
sion of our wrong-doing, that He stands ready to give us a
hand and pull us out of our sinful way.

The Kyrie Eleison (Lord, have mercy on us) becomes a fer-
vent prayer for forgiveness and for strength. “Lord, have mercy
on us,” we pray for ourselves and for all men. We need His
mercy; we need His strength and, as we pray that short Litany,
our thoughts go to all men throughout the world, all sinful
men for whom Christ died on the Cross. Kyrie Eleison, be-

cause, after all, O Lord, you loved sinners. And you did praise



that prayer of the poor publican, “Lord, have mercy on me, a
sinner.”

All through the Mass, it is with a realization that we are
sinners that we send our prayers to God. The Holy Sacrifice of
the Mass is all the more ours because we are sinners. “Lamb
of God,” we pray in the Gloria, “Who takest away the sins of
the world, have mercy on us...hear our prayer...Accept, O Holy
Father this spotless host which I, Thy unworthy servant, offer
to Thee for all my numberless sins, offenses and negli-
gences...With contrite and humble heart we beg Thee, O Lord,
to accept this offering of ourselves...grant that we may be
saved from eternal damnation...This is the chalice of My Blood
which shall be shed for you and for many for the remission of
sins...nobis quoque peccatoribus...to us also sinners and Thy
servants who hope in the multitude of Thy mercies, graciously
grant...fellowship with Thy Holy Apostles and Martyrs...Look
not upon my sins but upon the Faith of Thy Church...Lamb of
God, have mercy on us...O Lord, [ am not worthy....”

All through the Mass it runs, this realization of our sinful un-
worthiness but, side by side with it, runs a confidence in the
mercy and the forgiving goodness of the Sacred Heart, and a
daring resolve to come ever closer to this Heart in spite of our
sinfulness. “This man eats with sinners.” That is not remark-
able. This man becomes daily food for sinners, and we have
such faith in the all-forgiving goodness of the Sacred Heart
that even this amazing miracle of goodness is only what we
expect of Him, the source of all goodness.

Note from Father
Dear Faithful,

Well, this past week was quite eventful. It was already going to
be a short week, after making the long drive back to St. Ger-
trude’s from Park Falls, WI on Monday. I had a lot of work to
get caught up on before I was to return to Milwaukee for this
weekend. However, Wednesday would bring a surprise which I
truly was not prepared for.



I was in my office on Wednesday afternoon when I suddenly
heard someone knocking on the door to come back to the priest
office area. I called out for them to come in and I looked up to
see one of the Oblate Sisters enter with a bit of a bewildered
look upon her face. “Father”, she intoned, “someone just drove
a car into the church.” Well, as you might imagine, it was my
turn to don the shocked look upon my face. I joked with our
principal, Dr. Dan Stanislowski, that my brain just started mak-
ing the noise that old dialup internet used to make as it was
connecting. The younger readers won't get the reference but
just think of it like the audio version of the spinning wheel that
appears when your computer is slow loading something.

I went outside to find that, indeed, there was a couple standing
beside a smashed-up Honda Civic which sat upon our now hori-
zontal lamp post and was pressed up against the wall of one of
the classrooms of our school...the building being even more
smashed than car. Thankfully, the people were not injured and
school was out for the summer.

How someone could possibly drive into our church seemed like
a mystery, as it isn’t exactly near to the street. However, what
we were best able to piece together (the two people didn’t speak
English, so it wasn’t exactly clear), it seemed that the man may
have been teaching the woman to drive. At some point, she
must have hit the gas, thinking it was the brake, and then pan-
icked. She jumped over two parking stones that border the
grassy divider in the middle of our parking lot, continued
straight across the remainder of the parking lot, over the lamp
post, and finally came to an abrupt stop at our building. Ac-
cording to Sister Ulricha, who had seen most of the event, she
was accelerating the whole way...most likely pressing down
harder on the gas in a panic when she was surprised by the car
moving instead of stopping, as expected.

The wall of the building has an external stone fagade and a
number of these were broken and/or dislodged. The car
punched a hole into the classroom, and because it hit on the
corner, it actually shifted the entire perpendicular wall.



It was obviously necessary to call emergency services to be wit-
ness and help with the proceedings. I don’t know if it was just a
really slow day for them or if they just had to see what they
heard over the radio to believe it...but we had five police cars,
three fire engines, an ambulance, a truck bringing the fire chief,
and the truck of the police shift supervisor all in our parking lot
within a couple of minutes. While certainly superfluous, they
were quite helpful. Thankfully, we also had one of our parish-
ioners who is a lawyer present on site so he could ask important
questions and see that proper documentation of the event was
taken. He also happens to be an ivy league educated Egyptolo-
gist...but I don’t know if this particular expertise was much
help. (The people in the car were Guatemalan, so they spoke
Spanish instead of ancient Egyptian or Coptic).

And so, because of all this excitement, the rest of my time home
was spent dealing with police, county building inspectors, in-
surance representatives, and various other people to figure out
what the necessary steps would be to move forward. Seldom a
dull day!

General Information

Baptism: By appointment. At least one parent as well as the sponsors must be practicing Roman
Catholics who attend the Traditional Latin Mass exclusively.

Confession: Before Mass on Sundays, and other times as indicated in the weekly bulletin.

Confirmation: Solemnly administered periodically in the year and may be administered pri-
vately by request. Catholics who received confirmation in the post Vatican II rite (1971) should
arrange to receive confirmation conditionally in the traditional rite.

First Holy Communion: Administered each year on the Sunday after Corpus Christi. Ade-
quate knowledge of the catechism is required.

Matrimony: If you are contemplating marriage, please make an appointment to speak with a
priest before you set a date. At least one of the parties must be a practicing traditional Catholic
and member of this parish. Weddings are forbidden during Advent and Lent.

Communion for the Sick: Please contact the pastor or coordinator when a church member is
hospitalized or too ill to attend Mass.

Extreme Unction: Do not put off making arrangements until the last moment, but contact the
pastor or coordinator promptly if a church member is gravely ill or in danger of death.

Decorum in Church: Respect for God in the Blessed Sacrament requires a reverent silence.
Please turn off cell phones and keep children well behaved. Both young and old should wear
dignified and modest clothes in church, and women should wear a dress or skirt, and a veil or hat.
Veils are available in the vestibule. Men should wear shirt and tie as well as a jacket or sweater.

Holy Communion: Only baptized practicing Catholics in the state of grace may receive Holy
Communion. You must be fasting:

e  Three hours from solid foods and alcoholic beverages.

e One hour from other liquids.

e  Water may be taken at any time.

The communicant kneels at the communion rail, and receives the Blessed Sacrament on the
tongue. The communicant does not say “Amen” after the priest says “Corpus Domini nostri Jesu
Christi custodiat animam tuam in vitam aeternam. Amen.”

Singing: The faithful are invited to join in singing any hymns preceding or following the Mass,
but only the choir sings during the course of the Mass.
